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STARS air ambulance flew a man to hospital in Calgary with critical injuries suffered in a fire at a gas well.

The man, in his 40s, was hurt about 3:35 p.m. while working at a sweet gas well near Gleichen, about 90 kilometres east of Calgary.

"There were reports of a gas leak followed by a fire," Energy and Utilities Board spokesman Davis Sheremata said.

An ambulance took the man to hospital in Gleichen before he was airlifted to Foothills Hospital in critical condition.

The man had burns to his legs and lower torso and was further injured in a fall, said STARS spokesman Bart Goemans.

The site of the incident was a sweet gas well operated by EOG Resources Canada, Sheremata said.

Crews contained the fire to the well site Sunday evening.
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
